Alright! Call me negative. Now that
we have that out of the way, you may
choose to continue reading, or not.

Last Monday, the Lawrence Public
Schools staged the most ludicrous,
insulting, sham yet. A press conference
was called on the steps of Lawrence High
School and through cheers and applause,
it was announced that our school received
the accreditation from the state.

The high school employees worked
past midnight on Sunday to make sure that
all the local politicians were notified and
they showed up for the usual photo
opportunity. It was noticeable that there
were no officials from the Department of
Education.

“1 wish | could say that tomorrow isa
day off to celebrate but | can't do that,”
said Superintendent of Schools Wilfredo
Laboy. He even said that he cried when
he received the news.

Mayor Michaegl J. Sullivan was told
on Friday by the teary superintendent that
the accreditation had been approved and
he just repeated at the press conference
what he was told. They praised the
teachers, administrators, maintenance
workers, cafeteriaemployees and students
for overcoming the hurdlesinvolved with
the accreditation.

In a memo from Dr. Thomas D.
Sharkey to Superintendent Laboy, dated
October 18, 2004, Dr. Sharkey said:

“l am pleased to share with you
the wonderful news that the New
England Association of Schools
and Colleges has acted upon the
Report of the Visiting Committee
and has awarded accreditation of
Lawrence High School to the City
of Lawrence. The successful
return to accreditation isthe result

of many years of intensive efforts
on the part of the LHSfaculty and
the LPS staff to restructure and
redesign the High School.”

That sounds to me like a done deal
but upon reading the letter Dr. Sharkey
received from Janet D. Allison, Deputy
Director of the New England Association
of Schools & Colleges, Inc., it doesn’t
sound so promising. The first paragraph
reads.

“The Commission on Public
Secondary Schools, at its
September 19-20, 2004 meeting,
reviewed the evaluation report
from the recent visit to Lawrence
High School and voted to
recommend to the Board of
Trustees of the New England
Association of Schools and
Collegesthat the school be granted
initial accreditation in the
Association. The Board will
consider that recommendation at
its December 2, 2004 meeting, and
school officials will be notified
shortly thereafter.”

The last two paragraphs of that letter
read as follows:

“The Commission congratul ates
the school administration and
faculty for completing thefirst two
phases of the accreditation
program: the self-study and the
evauationvisit. Thenext step will
be the follow-up process during
which the school will implement
valid recommendations in the
evaluation report. The
Commission’s Follow-up

Seminars should help you and your

faculty develop a schedule for

implementing valid
recommendations. Inaddition, the

Commission’s Accreditation

Handbook provides information

on follow-up procedures.

The school’s accreditation
status will be reviewed when the
Commission considersthe Special
Progress Report. Consistent with
the Commission’s follow-up
procedures, the Special Progress
Report should be signed by the
principal and chair of the Follow-
up Committee and sent to the
Commission officein duplicate by
certified mail, return receipt
requested.”

The letter commended the Lawrence
Public Schools for the achievements to
date but it included a list of
recommendations. The Special Progress
Report is due by July 1, 2005, describing
action taken to address those
recommendations. Then, thereis another
Two-Year Progress Report due on October
1, 2006.

That doesn’t sound definite to me so
a call to Pamela Gray-Bennett, Ed.D.,
Director of the New England Association

of Schools & Colleges, Inc. wasin order.
Dr. Gray-Bennett agreed that it was a day
for celebration in Lawrence because the
recommendation was positive. She made
it clear that it will not be afinal decision
until the Board of Trustees approvesit at
their December 1% meeting (Ms. Allison’'s
letter to Dr. Sharkey said December 2 in
error.)

She also agreed that it was
presumptuous of our city officialsto jump
the gun with this press conference but
when asked if there is a chance that the
Board of Trustees might not consider
granting the accreditation at that time due
to the number of recommendations still
pending, she said that the report the
trustees get does not contain those
recommendations.

There is nothing wrong with waiting
another fiveweeks. Thispressconference
was an insult to the Board of Trustees
because is treating them like a rubber
stamp approving what isin front of them
without complete details. In fact, some
educators in the area have said that the
press conference was “very disrespectful
to the Board of Trustees.”

Let’snot even consider the possibility
that they will turn Lawrence’s
accreditation down.

Brief history of the
Campagnone Common
in Lawrence

The Essex Company sold the deed for
the North Common to the Town of Lawrence
(now the City of Lawrence) in October of
1848 for the sum of one dollar with specific
conditions and restrictions. The first and
fourth restrictions are quoted bel ow, asthey
arethe onesthat directly pertain to the Ball
Field.

“First. The said parcel of land of
Common shall be forever kept open as a
place of public recreation and resort, for the
inhabitants and residents of the said Town,
and no buildings or erections of any
description shall ever be placed thereon,
excepting public fountains, statues, and such
structures designed and placed thereon for
ornamental purposes alone, as the
committee of management, hereafter
provided for shall approve.”

“Fourth. The care, general direction,
and management of the said Common, so
far as related to the improvement and
embellishment of the same, the laying out
of walks and paths, planting of trees &
shrubs, and ornamenting the same, shall be
entrusted to acommittee which shall consist
of the Chairman of the Board of Selectmen
of said Town of Lawrence, or the mayor in
case of the adoption of a city government
at anytime hereafter and the principal agents
for the time being of the Essex Company,
theAtlantic Cotton Millsand the Bay State
Mills who shall be residents of the said
Town and under whose direction all
improvementsall worksfor the ornamenting
of said Common shall be made, and the
money’sto be annually appropriated by the
said inhabitants as aforesaid shall be
expended.”

The first park committee was
constituted in 1848 and the records of that
committee through 1850 are in the
Lawrence Public Library. At that time the
primary concern was creating apath system
and fencing the Common as the deed
required.

At somelater time, the City established
a Parks Commission. Some of the actions
reported in the Annual Parks Commission
Reportsincluded:

1895: Survey of Trees- therewere 215 elms,
309 maples, 20 other ornamental treesfor a
total of 544 trees. The plan made showing
the locations and kinds of trees is still in
the archives of the City Engineer.

1896: Purchase of Spicket Playsted “... to
be set apart and maintained as park grounds
[for athletic and other outdoor games] as
near the center of the city as practicable. It
was also desirable that al kinds of rough
gameslikely toinjuretrees, flower bedsand
lawns should be banished from the Common
Park, and another place as nearby as
possible provided.” Rulesfor the Common
were created.

1897: New design for the Common by the
firm of Olmsted & Eliot. Thisplanincluded
a recreation area across from the Oliver
School with arunning track and hard gravel
playground. (Thesefeaturesmay never have
been constructed.)

1907: Construction of an underground
Convenience Station (no longer exists, now
buried).

Morerecently, there have been several
suggestionsthat buildings and other changes
be considered on the North Common. In
1962, it was proposed that the northwest
corner of the Common be eliminated to
allow Lowell St. to connect to Haverhill St.
The Essex Company refused permission.
(Eagle-Tribune 11/62) In 1965, the
Lawrence Public Library considered
seeking permission to usethe Haverhill side
of the Common to build the new Library.
The Essex Company indicated that this
proposal would not be viewed favorably and
the Trustees of the Library ultimately
withdrew it. (Eagle-Tribune 3/12/65. 3/16/
65) 1n 1978 the Campagnone Common was
considered for the new Lawrence High
School.
