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People against antennas

On Thursday, January 13, the Zoning Board
of Appeals held their regular meeting in the City
Council Chambers. Oneissue on the agendawas
the approval of an additional cellular tower at 198
Bruce S. and Park St.

This was the third time representatives from
Nextel appeared before that board but decided to
request a postponement until their next meeting
on January 27.

Residents of that area got together to express
their discontent with any additional towers being
placed atop that building in fear of the radiation
emanating from those antennas.

In our November 15, 2004 edition, Richard
McCarthy, president of the Lawrence
Environmental Action Group wrote an articlethat
read in part:

Officials in the telecommunications

industry claimthat theradio waves emitted

by such cellular antennas are harmlessand

pose no threat to human health. However,

many scientific studies have come to
contrary conclusions. Just to give one
example, Dr. Henry Lai, Professor of

Bioelectrical Engineering at Washington

University has published over twenty

studies on the subject. He cautioned in a

statement written on September 13, 2004

that, “exposure of the general public to

radiofrequency radiation from wireless

transmitters should be limited to a

minimal level” because “small doses

cumulate over along period” and “will
eventually lead to harmful effects’.

L ast week, television reports showed a protest
in Cape Cod for thelargeincrease of breast cancer
cases around a cellular tower. This week, the
City of Everett voted to cancel a contract with
the company that had placed one of those towers
at a school. In Lawrence, these towers should
not be placed within 1,000 feet distance from any
area zoned for residences yet, there isa day care
center operated by Headstart |ocated across from
this building and these boards continue giving
them variances allowing them to flourish. Asa
result, the city is covered with them.

On Martin Luther King day, Mayor
James J. Fiorentini called for both political
parties to make civil rightsamoral value
and amoral issue. Speaking at the annual
Martin Luther King breakfast sponsored
by the NAACP, Fiorentini stated: “The
moral value we need to speak about in
thiselection and in every electioniscivil
rights’ said Fiorentini. “Civil rightsisa

moral value.”

In his speech, Fiorentini recounted
how asayoung college student hewalked
with thousands of other college students
with Dr. King. “It was my proudest
moment that | wasabletotell my children
that | walked with aKing” said Fiorentini.

Mayor Fiorentini’s speech follows:

Civil Rights are Moral Values

By Mayor James J. Fiorentini

Thrilled to be here today to honor Dr.
King. Haverhill isacity on the rebound
and we are happy to have you here.

In the last election, we heard a lot
about moral values and moral issues.
Unfortunately, we heard very little about
thereal moral issuesof theday. Thegreat
moral issue of the day, asit wasthe great
moral issuewhen Dr. Kingwasalive, was
and istheissueof civil rightsin America.
President Kennedy taught us this when
heintroduced the Civil RightsAct of 1963
and said “thisis not ablack issue, thisis
not awhiteissue. Thisisamoral issue.”

Over 40 years, when Dr. King talked
of hisdream of oneAmerica, anAmerica
where black children and white children
are treated equally, the values in that
dream were moral values—but we heard
very little talk about those moral values
in the last election.

When a child goes to bed hungry, ill
housed, ill clothed or ill fed, that isamoral
issue. When for millions of Americans,
Dr. King's dream of one America, an
America of tolerance, when that dream
remainsonly adream, that isamoral issue
Sixty yearsago thisvery month, President
Franklin D. Roosevelt, in what some have
called the greatest speech of the 20"
century, proposed a second bill of rights
that would guaranteeto all Americansthe
rights to decent health care, to a decent
job, and to decent housing. When that
remains only a dream to millions of
Americans, when all too many of our

people are still ill housed, ill clothed and
ill fed, that is a moral issue and should
offend our moral values.

When millions of Americans are
denied a decent place to live, these are
moral issues and should offend our moral
values. When even to this day, thereisa
pay gap between white and Afro-
Americans for the same jobs; when
studies show that equally qualified Afro-
Americansarelesslikely to be hired than
their white counterparts, this is a moral
issue.

| havelived long enough, in 58 years,
to have seen, to have been a cheerleader
and an onlooker in the greatest struggle
for moral values in our lifetimes, the
strugglefor civil rights. It wasmy greatest
thrill, when | wasayoung college student,
to have gone down to the Boston
Common and to have seen Dr. King, as|
know many of you did. And when my
children were little and asked about
monarchs and kings, it was my greatest
thrill and honor to tell them that one day,
| had walked with aKing.

Tothose of youwho led that struggle,
to those of you who marched, or
participated in any way, you led the fight
for moral values, you led the greatest
struggle for moral values in our history
and to those of you who participated, to
those of you woke up Americaand woke
up our conscience, to those of you who
helped us see that the struggle for civil
rightsisastrugglefor moral values, thank
you and welcome to our great city.
