Thispast Sunday,
Lawrence Councilor At-Large and mayoral candidate
Marcos Deverswasinvited to appear. Thisistheway
he responded to similar topics the mayor was asked.

Illegal political signs and Inspectional

Services

Devers placed the blame of the proliferation of
illegal political signs on the lack of enforcement by
Caroline Ganley. Ms. Ganley reports to Mayor
Sullivan and it is his responsibility to order her to
enforce the city ordinance when it comes to size,
colors, and location of political signs. Of course, he
noted the huge Sullivan sign on Water St. and which
has been there for years.

When confronted with a photo of a four-sided
sign placed in South Lawrence, the candidate admitted
that not all of his signs are in compliance but he is
working to correct them.

Laboy/McGovern issue

Councilor Devers believes that Mayor Sullivan
has been too lenient and not a good leader when
dealing with School s Superintendent Wilfredo L aboy.
Hebelievesthat theincident that resultedinacriminal
complaint against both school department leaders has
been another embarrassment for the city and he will
not hesitate to take action against Mr. Laboy or Ms.
McGovern.

Devers wifehasworked asateacher in theschool
system for over ten years and we all know that Mr.
Laboy buys peoplewith jobs. When asked about his
reaction if, in the event that he becomes Mayor of
Lawrence, Superintendent Laboy promotes his wife
to school principal, the candidate was taken by
surprise and he took a moment to think about the
answer. Hisfirst response was that she doesn’t have
the requirements to become one but | quickly
reminded him that that does not matter. He hasgiven
away jobs to many people without credentials or
certifications. At that point, Mr. Devers said that he
would not stand for that.

Planning and Development and HUD

Deverswantsto restructure the Office of Planning
and Development and the Economic Development
Department, aswell asevery department at City Hall,
including consolidation of positions. He claims that
the city is stagnant because we have non-qualified
people on jobs.

Devers said several times that Mayor Sullivan
lies. Last year, HUD froze $4 million as part of the
CDBG funding and while the mayor says that they
have been released, half of that money is still
unavailable because the mayor has not implemented
a HUD approved an infrastructure-compliant
program. Hewondered how many opportunitieshave
we lost as a city because the mayor cannot follow
these federal guidelines.

Israel Reyes and the $4,000 bribe
Regarding the bomb thrown by Councilor Israel
Reyes on Tuesday, May 17, that a member of the
mayor’slicensing board took a$4,000 bribeto deliver
approval of aliquor license to an applicant, Devers
agreed that the City Council should have asked what
information he had available to make such an
accusation. He explained that there was so much
going on that night at the council meeting and so fast
that councilorsdidn’t havetimeto react to what Reyes
had said. Besides, he believed Mr. Twomey’sdenial.
Marcos also had a timeline of how the events
happened and it differed from that of Mayor
Sullivan’s. According to him, on Thursday, May 19",
he sent aletter to the mayor asking him to commence
an investigation of the allegation against hislicensing

board appointee and sent a press release to the
newspapers about the letter. On Saturday, May 21",
the Eagle-Tribune had astory about Reyes’ statement
and the mayor attacking Deversfor theletter sent to
him and other councilors not saying anything at
meeting.

The mayor said on Crossover on August 7% that
he requested Chief Romero to look into this on
Wednesday, the 18". But Myles Burke said in the
Eagle-Tribune story on the 21% that he thought the
allegation was “very vague and lacked enough
substance to act on.”

On Tuesday, May 24", Devers sent a letter to
District Attorney Jonathan Blodgett asking him to
look into this matter and two days later his request
was published in another newspaper story. Romero
said to the Eagle-Tribune that the investigation was
started on Monday the 23" prompted by their story
on Saturday, the 21%,

The mayor on Crossover on August 7 said that
the report would be filed with the council by
Thursday, August 11th so the council could take
action at its next meeting on August 16". Asof noon
on Thursday, August 11, the deadline to be on the
next council agenda, the mayor had yet to send the
report to the council. But Mark Vogler at the Eagle-
Tribune had it by Monday, the 8" because he did
story on it in the edition of the 9",

Mayor’s budget

Councilor Devers insists that the budget
submitted by the mayor isflawed. Sullivan placed
the responsibility for raising funds to balance the
budget on the members of the council by selling lots
of land and giving them away to non-profit groups.
Devers pointed to a newspaper article where the
mayor is quoted saying that 30% of lots should be
made available to non-profit organizations, thus
contradicting himself last week.

There was a constant flow of telephone calls
on the show. A caller asked why Devers has not
placed many items on the council’s agenda during
hissix-year tenure. Councilor Deversseldom places
anything on the agendaand explained that the reason
for that is that he does not want to interfere in a
particular councilor’sdistrict. Whenever heisasked
to look into something, he consults with that
councilor and alows them to place the item on the
agenda, limiting himself to support the measure and
the councilor who brought it there.

Councilor Devers accused Mayor Sullivan of
not worrying about the little things such as the
information available on the city’s website. The
Elections Department showsthewrong timeto vote
and four voting precinctsthat are not correct, either.

Guidelines for the Robert Frost
Poetry Award, which annually draws
over 300 entries from poets across the
United States, include the opportunity
to submit up to three poemsof not more
that three pages, and each entry must
be written in the “spirit of Robert
Frost.”

Lawrence Spelling Bee

The Freshman Academy Spelling Bee
at Greater Lawrence Technical School
ended on a ridiculous note — that is, the
winning spelling word was “ridiculous,”
correctly spelled by Carolina Tejada of
Lawrence, aMarketing major who emerged
from more than an hour of spelling rounds
on the last day of the 2004-05 school year
with a$100 gift certificate.

Coming in second and winning a $75
gift certificate was Jennifer Bartlett of
Methuen, an Office Technology student
who faltered on “indispensable,” a word
with tricky vowel sthat often cause spelling
errors among adults. Placing third and
winning a $50 certificate was Wanda Lynn
of Lawrence, who was stumped on
“accommodate,” one of the top 50 most
misspelled words in the English language.

More than forty members of the Class
of 2008 participated in the Spelling Bee, as
other classmates cheered them on, and a
group of judges, consisting of teachers and
students, chose words from alist provided
by both academic and career area
instructors, and recorded student responses.

Eight students cameforward in thelast
round as finalists. In addition to Carolina,
Wanda and Jennifer, they included Jose
Ortiz (Allied Health), Gladys Rodriguez
(Automotive), Noel Rodriguez (Carpentry),
Katelyn Ciarla (Hotel Restaurant
Management), and Crystal Caron (Hotel
Restaurant Management).

Bush was the final hurdle we had to
overcome for this money,” said Fiorentini.
“The bill had to pass the House, where
Congressman Meehan put $5.6 millioninto
it for Haverhill. In the Senate, Senator
Kennedy added an additional $2 million
bringing the total to $7.6 million. It then
had to pass the conference committee. The
final hurdlewasthat President Bush needed
to sign the bill, which he did on Tuesday.”

“This is great news for our city. We
thank Congressman Meehan and Senator
Kennedy for making this happen. We will
now proceed forthwith to find alocation and
to set the design. The city hastalked about
anew parking deck for over adecade. We
are not there yet, but this money makes it
possible for thefirst time.”

Fiorentini said that his next step would
be to meet with Congressman Meehan and
obtain the details on how to obtain design
money. “Once we do that, we will set up a
committee to select a site and move as
quickly as possible.

Course at High Schools and College

A new Northern Essex Community
College course on Entrepreneurship will be
taught to local high school studentsaswell
astraditional college studentsthisfall aspart
of an exciting new partnership.

“Entrepreneurship: Small Business
Ownership”, athree-credit course, will be
offered during the days to Amesbury and
Newburyport high school students-many of
whom are young entrepreneurs. The
students will take the course taught by
Northern Essex faculty at their own high
schools and receive both high school and
college credits.

In addition, the same courseis open to
Northern Essex students and the community
on Tuesday evenings from 6 to 8:45 at the
college's Haverhill Campus.

Thefall semester runsfrom September
13 through December 20, 2005.

The partnership between the high
schools and the college was facilitated by
Tom Cheatham of the North Shore
Technology Council. A partner with the
Rosetta Group in Woburn, Cheatham thinks
it's critically important that high school
youth are familiar with the principles of
entrepreneurship and that a focus on these
skills at the high school level will result in
economic growth intheyearsahead. “Itis
not enough to have agood businessideato
succeed,” said Cheatham. “Risk taking
entrepreneurs are required to successfully
translate ideas into viable businesses that

employ and grow our local economy. The
sooner youth learn these skills the sooner
they will apply theminreal lifeand makea
differencefor usall.”

Theentrepreneurship coursewill cover
the basics of business, including research,
marketing and finance, and participantswill
be required to create a business plan and
present it to the class.

Thecurriculumis case-based, meaning
that studentswill study real issuesfaced by
local businesses, including a laundry, a
bookstore, two musical bands, and adance
academy. The case studies were prepared
especially for this class and the business
ownerswill beinvited to meet with students.

“While students who have a small
business or are considering opening asmall
business will certainly benefit from this
class, the principles of entrepreneurship
covered will be helpful to everyone,” says
Susan Grolnic, Northern Essex’s dean of
business, math, science, and technology.
Grolnic believes that we tend to view
entrepreneurship in terms that are too
narrow. “Entrepreneurship is a way of
looking at the world, seeing there are
problemsand coming up with solutions. We
al need to think more like entrepreneurs.”

Grolnic developed the course with
NECC Professor Bill Zannini, a former
business person who has been teaching at
the collegefull-timesince 2004. Thecourse
was originally created for college students
