It’s time for all the Parents who have
children in the Lawrence Public Schools
System to come together and unite on
the issue of changing how we as
Lawrencians elect our School Committee
members. As you know at present we
elect our School Committee by city
districts. This practice is wrong and makes
absolutely no sense at all. Our children
and school buildings are not divided up
by city districts, so neither should our
School Committee.

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Lawrence General Hospital Debuts
New Emergency Center

LAWRENCE —May 2,2006— Officials
of Lawrence General Hospital (LGH),
contributors, community leaders and
hospital employees formally opened the
doors of the hospital’s new Emergency
Center at a morning ribbon-cutting
ceremony. The $20 million Center, which
replaces the hospital’s former Emergency
Room, is triple the original size and has more
than double the number of patient treatment
rooms. Including the top-level treatment
area and two tiers of parking below, the
Center measures 60,000 square feet.

During the opening ceremonies, LGH
President and CEO Joseph S. McManus
lauded the work of the hospital’s capital
campaign committee, led by chairman Alfred
J. Torrisi. The hospital raised a total of $8.3
million to fund the new facility, with
donations coming from hospital employees,
community donors, civic groups and local
businesses. Thanks to the advocacy by
Congressman Marty Meehan and Senator
Edward Kennedy, the federal government
awarded three grants totaling $1.1 million
to the project for new technology and
equipment. The balance will be funded
through continuing donations and long-
term financing.

“We are very proud to open this state-
of-the-art Emergency Center that will provide
close-to-home care to residents of the
Greater Lawrence area,” said McManus.
“Atatime when Emergency Services are in

greater demand than ever, it is noteworthy
and commendable that the community
supported this project and brought it to
fruition. It’s also a testament to the
outstanding reputation of our emergency
staff.”

During the ceremonies, officials from
each of the communities served by LGH were
awarded framed medallion casts bearing an
image of the new center. Chairman of the
LGH Board of Trustees Edna G.Thomas
acknowledged the dedication of the
hospital’s emergency personnel,
represented by staff from each shift with
the greatest length of service.

“This beautiful new facility is a tribute
to the many donors who made it a reality,”
said Thomas. “Its private, spacious areas
allow for better patient comfort and privacy
as well as improved efficiency. Now, we have
a world-class facility that both patients and
staff deserve, right in the Merrimack Valley
area.”

New Emergency Center
highlights

The new Emergency Center has five
sitting areas and several private meeting
areas for families to meet with staff. It also
has three specially equipped rooms for
Trauma Care, a first responder
decontamination room, areas for treating
victims of sexual assault, a Pediatric After
Hours Referral Center, and five new

ambulance bays, among other features. (See
fact sheet.)
Most notably, the new facility is

outfitted with advanced medical equipment
so that care can be provided at the patient’s
bedside. Treatment rooms are double the
size of old ones and contain TVs, bedside
ultrasound units and have doors, not
curtains separating them. IBEX
PulseChecka, an automated computer
system that tracks and communicates
patient data, helps to reduce waiting time
and streamline treatment decisions. It also
has an on-site CT scanner that provides
multidimensional images.

In 2005, LGH’s Emergency Department
provided care for more than 65,000 patients,
making it among the top five busiest ERs in
Massachusetts. Projections indicate the
new facility will accommodate increasing
numbers of patients per year over the next
three to five years. The Center is home to
the first Advanced Life Support (ALS)
paramedic program in the Merrimack Valley,
logging over 110,000 emergency calls to
deliver lifesaving care at the scenes of car
accidents and other medical catastrophes.
The Emergency Center is designated as a
Level Il Trauma Center. A full surgical team
is on standby and can be mobilized within
20 minutes of being alerted. LGH’s
Emergency Department was the first in the
state to receive this designation, which is
granted by the American College of
Surgeons. Groundbreaking for the new
Emergency Center took place in the fall of
2004.

Richard D. Pace, officer-in-charge of
Lawrence Post Office, today called for the
cooperation of dog owners in keeping
their pets restrained during mail delivery
times.

“More than 4 million people were
bitten by dogs last year, half of them
children and 3,475 of them letter carriers,”
he said.

He made his plea for responsible pet
ownership as part of National Dog Bite
Prevention Week (May 21 to 28) but noted
it is a year round concern.

“You can help protect your letter
carrier, meter reader or newspaper delivery
person by making sure your pet is
properly restrained or confined,” he said.
“Don’t think a fence is the only answer,
especially if a letter carrier or delivery
person has to enter, your yard. Please
make sure your pet is properly restrained
so we can safely deliver your mail,” he
said.

He said the Postal Service is not anti-
dog, but pro-responsibility. “If your dog
attacks a letter carrier, you can be held
liable for all medical expenses and other
costs. You can avoid this liability by
properly restraining your pet. Help our
letter carriers deliver safely for you,” he
said.

“From nips to bites to actual dog
attacks, violent dog behavior continues
to pose a serious threat to our letter
carriers,” said Massachusetts Postal
District Manager John W. “Mike” Powers
1L

“Dog bites are a serious problem.
They cause pain and suffering to our
letter carriers and can disrupt mail
delivery. Our letter carriers take pride in
delivering your mail promptly and
efficiently and that means being able to
approach your mailbox without

interference from your pet,” Powers said.
In the Massachusetts Postal District, he
said there have been more than 35 dog
bites since the start of the current fiscal
year last Oct. 1, and 118 letter carriers have
been bitten since last year.

“Responsible pet ownership
includes making sure pets are properly
restrained,” Powers said, and he offered
the following additional suggestions for
responsible pet ownership:

* When your letter carrier comes to your
home, keep your dog inside, away from
the door, in another room or on a leash.
Don’t allow your dog to bark, jump up
against the door, or bite the mail as it
comes through the mail slot; this will
only teach your dog to attack the letter
carrier.

* If your dog has to be out during mail
delivery time, make sure it is restrained
and that the length of that restraint
does not allow it to reach the path the
mail carrier has to take in order to deliver
your mail.

* Do not tie your dog near the mail
receptacle.

* Do not let your child take mail from the
letter carrier in the presence of your dog.
Your dog’s instinct is to protect the
family.

¢ Obedience training can teach your dog
proper behavior and help you control
your dog in any situation.

* Spay or neuter your dog—unneutered
dogs are more likely to bite.

* Make sure your dog has had its shots
and is licensed. “Pet owners complying
with these suggestions will greatly
reduce the threat of our letter carriers
being bitten,” Powers said.
