any residents in Lawrence still argue that the new high school building
should have never built in the South side of the city. We do remember that

as soon as this location was mentioned, people started asking for a traffic
study to be made.

There were many complaints, particularly from the residents of the Stadium
Projects that parking was going to be a problem. Reality is that the mornings and
afternoons have turned into nightmares trying to get in or out of the area.

Once it was decided that the new high school would go there, additional traffic
lights were to be installed; also, crosswalks and signs were to be painted. Meanwhile,
cars speed by Route 114 the way the speed on Broadway or Essex St.

There are lots of students crossing Route 114 now because of the new LHS
and 11-year-old Dario Rodriguez’s family is mourning his death after being hit by a
speeding car.

A traffic study of the area was never done before they opened the new LHS.
Traffic lights were never installed. Caution signs were never erected. Crosswalks
were never painted. No one knows if they would have saved Dario crossing the
street, but nobody tried preventing it.

Unfortunately, it will be done now after this loss.

Mientras que algunos poderes son de
carécter de sentido comudn en la oficina de
un alguacil, laley le otorga una amplia gama
de autoridad. Los estatutos que confieren
esta influencia a los alguaciles va hasta el
extremo de extenderles los mismos poderes
que a los sheriffs y requerir asistencia en la
ejecucion de sus deberes.

M.G.L. (Leyes Generales de
Massachusetts) c.41, seccion 94 lee asi:
Los alguaciles poseen el poder de arrestar
en ciertas circunstancias. Los alguaciles
poseen un vasto poder para ejecutar arrestos
en casos civiles y criminales, en la mayoria
de las jurisdicciones para hacer arrestos
en asuntos criminales. Una ilustracion
del poder de arrestar estd en M.G.L.c.271,
seccion 2, la cual lee: Quienquiera, en un
lugar publico o en un lugar privado si esta
entrando sin permiso.

El alguacil, bajo M.G.L.c.266, seccion
120, puede arrestar sin tener una orden
del tribunal a cualquier persona a quien
encuentre cometiendo una entrada ilegal,
después de darle aviso, y después de entrar
en una casa o edificio. Si lo descubre en
el acto, lo puede arrestar sin necesidad de
tener una orden de un sheriff, diputado,
alguacil u otro oficial capacitado para servir
en el proceso criminal.

Por BeEaTRIZ PEREZ
ALBERTOSURIS@RUMBONEWS.COM

urante una rueda de prensa
D realizada el pasado miércoles,

el Departamento de Vivienda y
Desarrollo Urbano de los Estados Unidos
(HUD por sus siglas en inglés) anuncié
la asignacion de 3 millones de dolares a
la Ciudad de Lawrence con el objetivo de
ayudar a proteger las familias y los nifios
del peligro que representa la pintura de
plomo y otros riesgos que afectan la salud
en el hogar.

Se espera que el dinero que es parte
de una subvencion de $143 millones que
han sido asignados a nivel nacional con la
finalidad de reducir el peligro de contacto
con la pintura de plomo, permita reducir o
eliminar el contacto con esta en mas de 230
viviendas en Lawrence.

En la conferencia de prensa realizada
en el Parque Campagnone justo al frente
de la alcaldia, el director regional de HUD,
Taylor Caswell previo a la presentacion
del cheque por $3 millones de dodlares al
alcalde Michael J. Sullivan, dijo que la idea
de este programa es hacer de los hogares,
lugares sanos y seguros en donde puedan
ser criados los nifios.

Caswell destaco que mientras se sigan
haciendo grandes progresos en la reduccion
del envenenamiento por pintura de plomo,

continuaran trabajando con comunidades
como Lawrence afin de que estaenfermedad
que no debe ser tolerada sea desterrada.

La subvencidn, que funciona bajo la
HUD’s Office of Healthy Homes and Lead
Hazard Control Program, es una de tres
dadivas entregadas a Massachusetts por un
total de $6.7 millones de délares. Ademés
de la Ciudad de Lawrence, recibieron
subvenciones la Ciudad de Worcester, por
$2.9 millones y el Boston Medical Center
por una cantidad de $855,655 dolares.

Con este dinero, segln lo informado,
se podran realizar cuatro talleres educativos
sobre la pintura de plomo, los que estaran
siendo dirigidos a 10,000 propietarios de
viviendas e inquilinos, quienes recibiran
informaciones referentes a los peligros del
plomo.

El entrenamiento serd ofrecido a 120
residentes de bajos ingresos en la ciudad.

Por su lado, Sullivan indic6 que el
programa de disminucién de plomo es
crucial para la salud de los nifios de la
ciudad.

“Utilizando esos fondos para limpiar
del plomo las unidades de viviendas,
estamos creando un medio ambiente mas
saludable para nuestro futuro”, agrega el
alcalde.

Taylor Caswell, Dlrector Regional de HUD al momento de presentar el cheque de $3 millones,
al Alcalde Michael J. Sullivan. En la foto aparecen Phillip Laverriere, Director Ejecutivo del
Greater Lawrence Community Action Council, y los Concejales Nunzio DiMarca, Joseph Parolisi

y Nicholas Kolofoles.

En el 2004 la Ciudad de Lawrence
recibi6 fondos de HUD, por un total de
tres millones para el Lead Hazard Control,
logrando en ese entonces limpiar de la
pintura de plomo 200 viviendas.

Apesar de que desde 1978 fue prohibida
la utilizacién de la pintura de plomo en las
casas, HUD estima que aproximadamente
24 millones de viviendas todavia tienen una
significante presencia de la misma.

Se asegura que el polvo contaminado
de plomo puede causar una variedad de
problemas de salud en los nifios, los cuales
incluyen deficiencias de aprendizaje,
desarrollo tardio, peso reducido y problemas
de audicion.

En lo que concierne a altos niveles
del plomo, esto puede ocasionar dafios en
los rifiones y en sistema nervioso. Ademas
puede provocar anemias, estado de coma,
convulsiones y hasta la muerte.

Ezra Glenn, Community Development
Director, quien dio la bienvenida y Phillip
Laverriere, Director Ejecutivo del Greater
Lawrence Community Action Council,
agencia que cuenta con el programa de
Lead Poison Prevention.

En
Massachusetts, aproximadamente 4.260
mujeres recién seran diagnosticadas con
cancer de seno en el 2007, y unas 890
morirdn a causa de esta enfermedad. El
cancer de seno es el tumor maligno (no
de origen dérmico) de diagndstico mas
frecuente en la mujer, y es la segunda causa
principal de muerte por cancer (después del
cancer pulmonar).
Aunqgue las tasas de mortalidad por
cancer de seno entre las mujeres han
venido disminuyendo desde 1990, gracias

a una deteccién mas temprana y a mejores
tratamientos, segun un reciente estudio, las
tasas de mamografia estdn descendiendo
en estos momentos. Esto es causa de
preocupacion, ya que los estudios siguen
demostrando que una de las principales
formas de avanzar en la lucha contra el
cancer de seno es garantizar que las mujeres
continden haciéndose un mamograma todos
los afios, a fin de poder detectar el cancer en
sus etapas mas tempranas y tratables.

mayor, deberan empezar a hacerse pruebas
de resonancia magnética y mamogramas
a los 30 afios, y seguir haciéndoselas
mientras tengan buena salud.

Power of Constables

A few days ago, Nelson Silva made
the news when he stopped a crime being
committed next door to his home. There
were some criticisms in the media and |
would like to explain Nelson Silva’s police
powers under Massachusetts laws.

Constables possess extensive powers.
While there may be residual aspects of
common law powers contained in the office
of Constable, the office is vested with a
broad range of statutory powers as well.
The statute providing the general powers
of Constables goes so far as to give them
the powers of sheriffs to require aid in the
execution of their duties.

M.G.L.c.41, section 94 reads in whole:
Indeed, Constables possess the awesome
power of arrest in certain circumstances.
Constables possess a broad range of
civil and criminal arrest powers, in most
jurisdictions arrests for criminal matters.
An illustration of the power of arrest is
contained in M.G.L.c.271, section 2, which
reads: Whoever, in a public conveyance
or public place, or in a private place upon
which he is trespassing,

The Constable, under M.G.L.c.266,
section 120, may arrest without a warrant
any person who he finds committing a
trespass, after notice, upon a dwelling
house, building. If discovered in the act,
he may be arrested without a warrant by
a sheriff, deputy sheriff, constable or any
officer qualified to serve criminal process.

It is significant to note here that the
power of the Constable predates the powers
vested in our organized police forces.

The Constable has the power to enforce
our election laws and, under M.G.L.c.56,
section 57 has the power to arrest without
a warrant violators thereof. The Chief of
Police as keeper of the lockup, as required
by M.G.L. c.40, section 37 must make the
local lockup accessible to the Constable and
if he fails or refuses to do so, he is subject to

Achieves

n Tuesday September 25,
O 2007, Members ofthe LMCC’s

Neighbors in Action Program
joined representatives from the General
Donovan Neighborhood Association
for the first of a series of Block Walks
with City Dept.officals. The initiative
is another step in getting residents
actively involved in reporting unsafe
conditions in their neighborhoods.

Led by Vice President of the
General Donovan  Neighborhood
Association Don Silva, the walk
identified over 50 issues of concern for
the neighborhood. Issues ranged from
DPW concerns, where DPW Director
Frank McCann was immediately
addressing issues such as (broken
sidewalks, dangerous water/gas shut
offs, several vacant lots/garbage).
Inspectional Services Commissioner
Myles Burke was taking down potential
violations for trash, unsafe porches,
exposed dumpsters, broken windows,
etc.

Lawrence Fire Code Enforcement
Officer Ruiz was also writing up several
notations about recently discovered
abandoned buildings. One of which
had to have an immediate response by
Engine 5 to remove gas cans from the
property.

According to Don Silva the
neighborhood had only thought there
was one abandoned property in the
neighborhood and was surprised to
find five in a two block area. “Once
the weather turns and it starts to get
cold we’ll have all sorts of problems;
we need to get these things addressed
now.”

Lawrence Police Lt. Shawn

throughout the city. And yes, one dollar
may not be much to some of us and it is
a “good deal”, but there are residents in
other parts of the city that take seriously the
concerns of increases of city taxes, water
rate increases, and cost of living increases.
It is not that it is a bad idea; it is just a
good idea at a bad time. We are all aware
that many students were already paying
their own transportation cost through the
Merrimack Valley Regional Transportation
Authority. We are also aware that since the
Lawrence High School moved, MVRTA
could not add more buses to the route to
have our students at school on time because
of the overwhelming amount of students
that now have to travel much farther (the
overwhelming amount of students is a good
thing!) Did the school committee ever
take into consideration those logistics?
We certainly watch the school committee
meetings and understand the district’s
dilemma, but | remember when school
transportation was part of the student’s
everyday life, no matter what school a
student attended, until Dr. Laboy eliminated
most of the regular transportation program
to save money.

We have three children attending
Lawrence Public Schools. We will pay
three dollars a day, 15 dollars a week, 60
dollars a month and 600 hundred dollars
a year. Shouldn’t the responsibility of the
school system be to eliminate the barriers
that would otherwise dissuade a child from
attending school? What is $750,000 from
$127 million? It is half of a percent, less
tan one (1) percent. Why not eliminate that
barrier? We may even help some parents
obtain jobs of those same companies that
would transport our students, thereby
reducing the unemployment of this city.

Every weekday in my neighborhood,
students can be seen leaving home one (1)
hour prior to the start of classes at the LHS.
Later in the evening, we see them again
walking across the bridge on their return
from after school programs and activities.
Of course, LHS or better yet “The Campus,”
is closer to District E than my district. Mr.
Larocque cannot see that. Who knows if
he even crosses the bridge except to attend
school committee meetings? It wouldn’t
be a surprise if he did not know a world
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You are reading
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beyond South Lawrence.

And vyes, we agree with school
uniforms. We who grew up and attended
schools in the Caribbean understand all the
benefits of wearing uniforms. The problem
is that those who were born and grew up
going to school in the mainland do not
understand.

Why doesn’t Mr. Larocque just state the
types of program available to assist with the
uniforms and with transportation? Instead,
he keeps it to himself and mocks the average
person who does not have access to all the
wonderful information school committee
members are privileged to have. Does not
the school department have an idea of what
families may be in need? Here is a solution.
Check the forms that are completed by each
parent, at the beginning of the year, to see
who may qualify for assistance of uniform
and contact those parents too see if help
is needed. The Lawrence Public Schools
will not subsidize a program that they do
not receive funding from Federal or State
governments. The LPS does not want to
take it upon themselves to be part of the
solution, they just create problems for
others, just like they create jobs for family
members and friends of school committee
members.

What about jobs that are created to
give elected officials’ family member paid
jobs in return for rubber stamp votes? What
about jobs that are awarded to those who
supposedly are “team players”? You know,
the son of the Transportation Manager
(who previously worked for North Reading
Transportation Buses and after helping
award the contract to that bus company),
was rewarded with a job in the Lawrence
High School at a salary of about $60,000.
You as a school committee member should
know that. That’s another $60,000 that
could be use to offset transportation cost.
What about Mr. Larocque utilizing school
letterhead to send his constituents election
materials? How much could we offset
transportation with that cost? Also, he
mentions in that letter that he wants to be
re-elected which is false. He was never
elected; he was appointed by the City
Council.

Mr. Larocque, did you know that
students who attended elementary schools
for eight straight grades with perfect
attendance and honor roll grades were
not provided information that would have
placed them in elite schools throughout
our region? Every year, elite high schools
throughout the region come to Lawrence to
recruit the best of the best. This year LPS
kept that information out of the hands of
students and parents’ hand so that the LPS
could keep them in their $110 million dollar
academy.

So my last question to you is, are you
a school committee member for the LPS
system or are you a school committee
member representing parents?

Here’s hoping that James Blatchford
makes a strong showing in the final election
on November 6, 2007 for your district. In
the meantime, we will keep insisting that all
candidates, in our district, talk to us about
options, the issues and proposed solutions.

Bump today announced that the
maximum weekly benefit rate for new
unemployment insurance claims filed
on or after Sunday, October 7, 2007
will be $600. This action is the result
of Massachusetts state law, which
requires the annual revision of the
maximum weekly benefit amount for
unemployment insurance claimants.

This new maximum rate, which
is up from the current $575, affects
new unemployment insurance claims
established on or after October 7 and
those with an average weekly wage of
$1200.

This new benefit rate will not affect
the weekly benefit amount of people
currently receiving unemployment
insurance benefits or those who have
recently filed claims but have not yet
received unemployment insurance
benefits.

The weekly benefit rate change
to $600 is based on the state’s average
weekly wages reported by employers
to the Executive Office of Labor and
Workforce Development’s Division of
Unemployment Assistance for the 12
months ending March 31, 2007. By
law, the maximum benefit rate equals
57.5 percent of the state’s annual
average weekly wage, rounded to the
next lowest dollar amount. The average
weekly wage that is used to establish
the new unemployment insurance
maximum weekly benefit amount is
also used in the workers’ compensation
program.

Unemployment insurance
claimants in Massachusetts receive a
weekly benefit amount of 50 percent
of their average weekly wage up to the
maximum weekly amount.
