“If people want
to volunteer their efforts with their own
cameras, it’s a big help, particularly if they
can prove they are really slacking off.”

During the NECN broadcast, union
representative and Fire Lt. Graeme Millar
was furious to hear about the cameras.

do about their predicament?

We live in a part of the world we call
free. We believe in a system where all
humans are at liberty to be, believe and
do whatever we want or can achieve, no
holds barred.

Losing a parent at an early
age may be a reason to drop out; becoming
an unwed one at the same age is not. Society
has to watch carefully after those who
have decided that education is not relevant
because they are the ones who will become
irrelevant in this 21st Century.

We may call ours a free enterprise system,
but not providing every student with
the opportunity, actually the right and
obligation, to succeed educationally is
neither free nor enterprising. It is being
shackled to ignorance. And what is worse,
it is being unaware of ignorance itself. So
let us all go back to school; whatever that
is for you. Look around you and locate a
mind that has quit and give it a push and a
healthy shove so it can become what it can.
You owe it to them and to all of us. It has
been said that the truth shall make us free
but, how can we made free if we have no
idea what freedom is all about?

(MAPP) training. After completing the
MAPP course, you’ll have meetings
with a social worker who will conduct
your “home study” to explore adoption
possibilities with you and begin to
match you with a waiting child. It’s
important to balance patience with
persistence to make a match that will
build a lifelong family.

SURIS: National Health Center Week 2010 Observed by GLFHC

value and vast potential of a community-
based health system that is lifting the
barriers to health care, safeguarding health,
revitalizing communities, and keeping
people healthy at cost savings for the
nation.

“With 540 employees, we are the
6th largest employer in Lawrence,” said
GLFHC Chief Executive Officer Robert
Ingala in his opening remarks during a news
conference that preceded the breakfast, and
added, “We have 115 exam rooms totaling
100,000 sq.ft. in our 20 services sites with
100 doctors, nurse practitioners, physician
assistants and residents besides being the
only Health Center in the country that

sponsors a residency program.”

Lawrence Family Medicine Residency
has gained national recognition and now
receives over 800 applications annually,
graduating 118 Family Medicine Physicians
with more than 52% of the graduates
remaining in Massachusetts and 75% of
them working in underserved areas.

In spite of all these successes GLFHC
has a funding crisis. According to Ingala,
GLFHC is in the unique position of being
the only community health center in the
country with sole responsibility for all
expenses associated with the residency,
including accreditation, faculty, curriculum
development, recruitment and operational
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costs. The health center has struggle in
recent years with cuts in federal and state
funding.

Ingala pointed that, since 2005,
Graduate Medical Education funding
has been reduced 37%. Also, in fiscal
Year 2010, the Commonwealth of
Massachusetts eliminated all Residency
GME funding, representing a reduction
of more than $800,000 or 25% of the
LFMR total funding.

The Family Pharmacy is another
GLFHC’s success story. Since the
opening of the first family pharmacy
on January 6, 2005, they have achieved
several milestones. GLFHC became the
first organization in Massachusetts to be
approved for telepharmacy technology.
Within the past year, the pharmacy
services were expanded to all four
primary care sites.

“At the end of the day on opening
day, one pharmacist and three technicians
were exhausted after serving 26 clients,”
said Chief Information Officer Patrick
Grotton jokingly. “Today, more than 40
people, including 15 pharmacists, are
now employed in this rapidly expanding
Health Center effort. Last fiscal year
alone, 18,000 patients were able to fill
more than 235,000 prescriptions.”

State Representatives David Torrisi
and Barry Finegold were the only
two members of the Lawrence State
Delegation present at the event. On the
city side, Councilor at-Large Roger
Twomey was the only one present. “We
formally invited all city and state elected
officials, they were the only three who
confirmed, and they are here,” said
Marc Lemay, PR/Media Coordinator for
GLFHC.

Laplante in an e-mail dated August 9, 2010
sent to Rumbo.

“Without a doubt, we are having a
public safety crisis in Lawrence, and it
is important that the Greater Lawrence
communities have an open dialogue about
Lawrence’s current situation, and chart
the steps that need to be taken to correct
an untenable fire protection course,” said
Lawrence City Councilor Marc Laplante.

The e-mail added, “Legislative leaders
from Lawrence, Andover, North Andover,
and Methuen will be meeting in Lawrence
to discuss the recent rash of fires that have
plagued Lawrence, and the mutual aid
provided from the neighboring communities
to battle those flames.”

The meeting has prompted a reaction
among the rest of the Lawrence City
Councilors that felt being left out by
Councilor Laplante.

All who have responded to our
telephone calls/messages expressed their
desire to be invited to take part in the
discussions.

“I was not invited, although I commend
him for talking the lead, I believe that he
should have let us all (city councilors)
know about it. Only working together we
can make the difference,” said Lawrence
City Councilor President Frank Moran and
added, “As Council President and Acting
Mayor of Lawrence, I think that I should
have been invited.”

City Councilor at-Large Daniel Rivera,
expressed similar sentiments. Rivera said
that since he works during the day it would
be very difficult for him to attend a meeting

at that hour, even if invited. Rivera said
that he was surprised when he read the news
about the meeting on the daily paper and
called Laplante. “I asked him if he wanted
to do this alone and his answer was, yes!”

“Don’t take me wrong; I’'m very
concerned too. God bless him for what
he is doing,” said Councilor Rivera, Chair
of the Budget & Finance Sub-Committee,
“but to bring back the staffing levels of
2009 for police and firefighters we need
to bring in $5.5 million into our coffers,”
ended Rivera.

Councilor at-Large Roger Twomey
learned of the meeting by reading the news
on the daily paper. “I didn’t know anything
until then, and I would have liked to take
part in it, although I would like to commend
him (Laplante) for his effort.”

On a separate note, Councilor Twomey
expressed his reasons for voting favorably
for the FY 11 budget. “I was presented
with a sensible and balanced budget
where revenues and expenditures were
reasonable.”

Councilors Grisel Silva, Oneida
Aquino and Sandy Almonte were not
invited, either.

When contacted, Councilor Silva
said that she will speak about that during
public participation at the next full council
meeting.

“Im not surprise,” said councilor
Aquino, trying to find an explanation of
the reason or reasons of why she was not
invited to participate in the round table.

Aquino said that she was asked by
Laplante why she never supports his

FORECLOSURE:
Patrick signs foreclosure
assistance bill

its economic recovery, thousands of
families are still dealing with the effects
of foreclosure and they need immediate
assistance," said Governor  Patrick.
"Combined with the 2007 comprehensive
foreclosure law, we are redoubling our
efforts to address the foreclosure crisis."

"As our economy continues to recover,
we need to leverage and expand existing
resources to support residents across the
state," said Lieutenant Governor Timothy
Murray, chair of the Interagency Council on
Housing and Homelessness. "By partnering
with the legislature on this bill, we will
deliver enhanced foreclosure protection and
assistance for Massachusetts homeowners
and renters."

"As folks across the Commonwealth
continue to struggle to make ends meet,
this bill will institute measures to help
keep our residents in their homes," said
House Speaker Robert A. DeLeo. "In these
uncertain fiscal times, this new law aims to
provide a degree of stability to the families
of Massachusetts."

“This new law will better protect
Massachusetts homeowners from instances
of predatory lending,” said Attorney General
Martha Coakley. “It closes significant
loopholes and provides law enforcement
with important new tools to effectively
prosecute cases of mortgage fraud. I want
to thank Governor Patrick, Senate President
Murray, Speaker DelLeo and the members
of the Legislature — particularly Senator
Sucan C. Tucker and Representative
Kevin Honan — for their leadership on this
important legislation.”

The bill extends the 90-day right-to-
cure on foreclosures created in 2007 to 150
days, and requires lenders to make good-
faith efforts to address a homeowner's
financial difficulties. The longer waiting
period gives the lender and homeowner
more opportunity to find workable solutions
that, in the long term, can help keep a family
in its home.

The new law also establishes mortgage
fraud as a crime, a provision that gets to the
source of certain dangerous practices that
led to a pattern of default mortgages over the
past few years. Additionally, the law creates
straightforward consumer protections in
the area of reverse mortgages - a product
that does not fit all situations and requires
careful education and consideration by
homeowners. Tenants also receive increased
protection against foreclosure under this
law, as it requires proof of just cause before
a tenant can be removed from a foreclosed
property.

"The Commonwealth has acted
on behalf of its citizens who are facing
difficult times and in too many cases,
a crisis. This is more than just helping
individual homeowners and renters; this
is stabilizing entire communities, which
are the cornerstone of a strong economy
and a strong Commonwealth," said
Representative Kevin Honan, House Chair
of the Joint Committee on Housing.
