We wish we were writing with
good news, but that is not the case.
After completing a walkthrough at the
Guilmette School on Friday afternoon
and discussing the current status of the
cleaning and remediation of the mold
at the school, we do not believe that we
will be ready to occupy the school this
week.

As the Industrial Hygienist and
the cleaning company supervisors
reviewed the areas that had been opened
with the removal of the insulation from
the pipes on the first floor, it became
evident that there is mold in the cavity
between the first floor ceiling and the
flooring for the second floor.

This means that we need to
thoroughly clean this area before air
quality testing can be completed to
clear the building. This work entails
removal of all ceiling tiles, cleaning

That was the title of a series presented
by WBZ-TV in 1977 which won
Channel 4 an EMMY Award. Back
then, it was very controversial and the
station showed courage bringing up a topic
that was so real in our communities. Thirty-
three years later, not much has changed:
The subject continues to be contentious and
recently something dreadful is going on
that compels me to speak up.

The Manchester Union Leader has
announced that they refused to publish
wedding announcements for gay couples.
The newspaper explained that, while they
don’t discriminate against homosexuals,
they believe that marriage should be

between a man and a woman and that
the paper is opposed to the new state law
legalizing gay marriage.

This is a topic that | don’t discuss often
because there is nothing to talk about. In
Massachusetts, it’s the law for two people
of the same gender to get married. When
the law changed, Rumbo was at Lawrence
City Hall first thing that morning to see who
would be first requesting a marriage license.
We covered the news as it was a significant
moment in our history and in our culture,
but we abstained from passing judgment.

While society is not ready to see
displays of affection between homosexual
couples and some of us are troubled by it,

a few years have gone by and homosexual
couples have not become a drastic change
to our lifestyles and we learned to live and
let live.

Within the past few weeks, five
teenagers ages 12 to 18 have committed
suicide because of the constant bullying
they receive at school over their sexuality.
A 12-year-old took a gun and went into the
closet and shot himself, while an 18-year-
old ended his life by jumping from the
George Washington Bridge in New York.

To be teased over something silly as
kids do is one thing, but to be teased over
one’s sexuality is wrong. This kind of
bullying should be considered a hate crime

against gays or straights; bullying is not
right and it should be stopped. Some high
schools have the "Gay/Straight Alliance" a
place where both gay and straight students
can go to talk about their lives.

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his November, on the ninth of the
I month to be exact, we observe the
twenty first anniversary of the day
when the infamous Berlin Wall in Germany
came tumbling down; pushed down is a
better description. Twenty one years is not
a typical celebration custom, we do it every
multiple of five years as a rule, but that date
deserves remembrance every single year. It
is not a historic event that would not have
significance for all of us until we suddenly
realize that there are billions of citizens in
this world who were born after that date in
1989. For them, the wall and its demise
could be best described as a nonexistent
issue now. But it should not be.

It is important to remember what that
wall stood for. Throughout the ages humans
have been nomads and migrant creatures,
fences being irrelevant and immaterial in
their expansionist instinct. It was not until
civilizations became settled communities
that the importance of a fence separating
my stuff from your stuff became necessary.
And, of course, that stuff has taken many
forms and shapes: husbands, wives, land,
money, children, animals, houses, castles,
cities, nations, traditions, cultures, religions,
political systems. Your choice.

The Berlin wall was an unnatural and
artificial fence that separated from each
other folks who spoke the same language,

had the same history and ancient traditions
of many centuries who were supposed to
become different now because someone
else, the former communist Soviet Union
in this case and a few German nationals
who were willing to serve them, had the
erroneous notion that the nation could be
split with a fence that neither could cross
without risk of punishment. The eventual
fall of the Berlin Wall accelerated the
dismantling of the anachronistic borders
that had separated the rest of the European
continent to the day. The Soviet Union
itself, of course, had become dismembered
and loose in its cohesive shape and is now
a group of nations that do commerce with
each other and visit each other freely.

But those are not the only walls that
have come down. We recently witnessed
another phenomenon of walls coming down
in the San José mines in Chile. As soon as
the ground gave way trapping the thirty
three miners who worked in the mines day
in an day out we became interested first,
obsessed next and finally united in one
humanity that was not only witnessing the
technical miracle of their rescue but who
also felt and suffered with them the risks
associated with the long stay underground
and the final dramatic climb to their
freedom. There were no walls separating all
of us during those critical hours. There were

reater Lawrence  Community
GAction Council (GLCAC, Inc.) in

collaboration with the Lawrence
Public Schools and a variety of community
partners will increase student academic
achievement at the South Lawrence East
Full Service Community School (SLE
FSCS) through the provision of empirically-
based wrap around support services which
will be offered to students, their families
and the community.

Congresswoman NiKki Tsongas
presented the $2,460,928 grant for the South
Lawrence East Full Service Community
School Grant to GLCAC. The Department
of Education which gives the grant
provides only 11 awards nationwide. The
presentation took place on October 21st at
the South Lawrence East Middle School.

The median family income in the city is
$32,007, the lowest in the state. Lawrence
has the highest percentage of foreign
born residents from Latin America in the
state and the LPS system has the highest
percentage of Hispanic students (89.4%).
Hispanic median family income is $26,557.
Among female householders this figure is a
mere $21,510. Children raised in a female-
headed Lawrence household are 91% likely
to grow up in poverty.

As of February 2010, 96% (11,761)
of Lawrence elementary and secondary
students received free or reduced lunch.
Lawrence’s 4-year high school graduation
rate is 48.1%, the lowest in the state among
public non charter schools. In addition to
being poor and undereducated, Lawrence
residents face numerous other challenges.
Lawrence has the highest percentage of
children in the states (70%), who speak
a language other than English at home.
Linguistic isolation can severely inhibit
the ability of an individual or group of
people to access mainstream culture and the
upward social and economic mobility that
correlates to this access.

The Lawrence Public School district
is fully Title 1 eligible and the SLE FSCS
has been identified as a Level 4 Persistently
Lowest Achieving School. The SLE
FSCS serves students in grades 5-8 and is
located on the SLE Educational Complex
which consists of the Breen School and
the SLE Elementary School. Standardized
Massachusetts Comprehensive Assessment
System (MCAS) test scores for the SLE
FSCS reveal that 71% of students scored
either “Needs Improvement” or “Warning/
Failing” on the English Language Arts
(ELA) test and 89% scored either “Needs
Improvement” or “Warning/Failing” on the
Math portion of the test.

In order to ensure academic growth for
all SLE FSCS students, GLCAC, Inc. and
its partners have proposed a comprehensive
plan that includes after-school, weekend,
evening and summer support services. The
SLE FSCS Plan is being offered in support
of the SLE Transformation Plan as part
of the district’s requirements to comply
with regulations from the Massachusetts
Department of Elementary and Secondary
Education. The Transformation Plan further
addresses issues of absenteeism, truancy
and suspension. The SLE FSCS will serve
2,373 of the poorest students, families and
community members in Massachusetts.

of the pipes and the cavity area along the
entire first floor of the building, including
all classroom areas and the work will take
much longer than a week.

We have also found that some of
the pipes, from which the insulation was
removed, have leaks and these will need to
be repaired to ensure that new mold does
not incubate from this moisture.

Over the weekend, we have been in
constant contact with the Supervisors from
ServPro to see what the best estimate is for
the work to be totally completed, as it does
not make and sense to speed the work along
if there is no guarantee that we will be able
to occupy the school quickly.

With this new scope of work, we now
know that this project will now take at least
6-8 weeks to complete. Since students
need to be back in school and focused on
academics, we will be relocating students
from the Guilmette School to other schools
in the City at least through the Christmas
vacation.

Given that there are 1,150 students in
48+ classrooms at the Guilmette School,
the relocation process will take us at least a
week to organize and implement; therefore,
students will be out of school for another
full week (October 25-29, 2010).

In a meeting with the Mayor, Lori
Butterfield, Mary Giordano, and the
Operations & Support Services Department
Administrators to plan the relocation and
will firm up the plans by Tuesday, so we can
let you know what that plan looks like. We
are working to keep grade levels together

in a location, so you continue to have your
own supports in place.

Since we know that this will have a
large impact on you as we return to new
locations on November 1, 2010, we will
coordinate a staff meeting mid-week to give
you all the information that is in place.

We would like to be able to let you into
the school to collect materials; however, we
do not think that this will be viable. Our
Facilities Office will work with ServPro
to clean and box all the essential furniture
and material that we will need to be able to
resume instruction when we relocate.

Principals Butterfield and Giordano
will get you information on the meeting
time and place when the date and time is
finalized. We will also be notifying families
as to the location of their child's grade and
classroom as soon as this information is
known and will hold meetings on Friday
for families to come in and ask questions
and receive this information in writing.

Since some of the new locations will be
outside the neighborhood, we are looking
at the need to transport students and that
information will also be relayed to parents
that day.

Although this is not the outcome we
had expected, we will not return children
and staff to the Guilmette School until all of
these issues are addressed and the building
is fully cleared for occupancy.

We understand that relocating students
after the school year starts is not the optimal
solution; however, we know that our
students need to be back in school receiving

that will help them take critical next steps
to green their operations and reduce both
their energy costs and their greenhouse gas
emissions."”

At an award ceremony in Lowell on
Monday October 25, Secretary Bowles
presented municipal officials with Green
Communities certificates and congratulated
them on grants that will finance the
following projects:

Andover: $160,329 for a municipal
lighting retrofit project at six school
buildings: the Doherty Middle School,
High Plain Elementary School/Wood
Hill Middle School, Sanborn Elementary
School, South Elementary School, West
Elementary School and at two municipal
buildings: Public Safety Center and Town
House.

Chelmsford: $187,224 for a 30-kilowatt
solar photovoltaic system at Parker Middle
School.

Hamilton: $144,819 to buy down the
cost of an energy savings performance
contract for implementation of energy
conservation measures at the Town Hall,
Council on Aging, Recreation Department
and Public Safety Building.

Lowell: $546,506 to supplement
existing residential and commercial energy
efficiency incentive programs and to
buy down the cost of an energy savings
performance contract for implementation
of energy conservation measures across all
municipal buildings.

Tyngsborough: $161,649 for building
envelope improvements in town offices

and the Tyngsborough Middle School and
Administration Offices.

Wenham: $138,974 to buy down the
cost of an energy savings performance
contract for implementation of energy
conservation measures at the Town Hall,
Fire Station, Police Station, Council on
Aging and Public Library.

Later on the day, Secretary Bowles
made a stop by Lawrence where he delivered
a check to city officials for $500,000 for a
construction of a new park.

The grant, $500,000 over two years,
funds the construction of a new park at
the Oxford Paper site, which will include
a walkway, a Spicket River Greenway
connection, a meadow with low-
maintenance wildflowers, and the planting
of 118 deciduous and 21 evergreen trees.

"Parks and open spaces are important
features of our communities because
they bring people and families together
to enjoy healthy outdoor activities like
walking, biking, fishing and team sports,"
said Secretary Bowles. "Under Governor
Patrick's leadership, the Commonwealth
has conserved more than 75,000 acres,
which are now protected open spaces for
future generations to enjoy."

"Turning this former polluted site into a
green space for all to enjoy is an incredible
accomplishment,” said Senator Sue Tucker.
"Oxford Park will enhance Lawrence's
Gateway, linking the new recreational trails
of the Spicket River Greenway with the
great economic development happening in
the neighborhood.”

"The creation of green, walkable space
for our families to enjoy in Lawrence is part
of our ongoing work to revitalize the city and
bring new jobs here," said Representative
Barry Finegold. "These funds will go a
long way towards that goal."

“I’m excited that this funding will unify
the surrounding outdoor space, making it
accessible to residents of the community
who want to enjoy nature in the middle of
the City,” said Rep. David M. Torrisi.

"The new Oxford Park is a symbol of
the rebirth of the City of Lawrence and the
strength of our great city,” said Lawrence
Mayor William Lantigua. "Through a series
of strong partnerships and collaborations
with the vibrant community groups in
Lawrence and our state and federal partners,
what was once a 19th century industrial site
representative of the American Industrial
Revolution has been transformed into a
beautiful park which will be the gem of
the Spicket River Greenway and a vital
enhancement to the quality of life for the
residents of Lawrence as the city continues
its economic revitalization. On behalf of
the residents of the city, | want to thank
Governor Patrick and Secretary Bowles
and the Executive Office of Energy and
Environmental Affairs for its many years of
partnership with the city."”
